TO MEASURE HORSES BACK FOR PROPER PAD LENGTH:
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Measure Hollow located behind scapula to end of rib cage. The number of inches from one end to the other will be the correct pad size for your horse. The pads come 5 sizes from 14”-18” and two thicknesses ¾” and 1”.
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TO MEASURE A PAD TO SHORTEN A SADDLE PANEL:





If the bottom panels of your saddle are too long and hit your horse’s loins you can shorten the saddle panel-





Find the Button of the saddle and measure to the end of the saddle seat. The pads have to be at the least this long to support you and your saddle while riding.





If you are using the pads to shorten your panels you will need to compare the back measurement above to the panel length to see if the pad will support from the stirrup bar to the point of the seat.





WARNING: pads shorter than the recommended length may cause your horse discomfort.





TO MEASURE FOR PAD THICKNESS





Most horses will use the ¾ inch thickness. The 1” pads are designed for horses that have deep hollows behind their withers or horses that may be swaybacked and need a thicker pad to evenly distribute the weight of the saddle.
