Closest we could get Patrick to square was if he
unweighted one hind. His neck looks stressed and it
looks like there is quite a dip where the neck ties into
the wither. His front legs are back under him over

low to his chest. He appears to be leaning on his
forehand.

Hoof Separation
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After Trim Left Front

After Picture of top line
Patrick chose to square up on his own spontaneously.
His neck is less stressed and ties into his chest in a
more functional manner. The dip where neck joins
wither is less pronounced. His front legs are straighter
extending the knee joint and his neck appears to tie in causing less stress on the knee joints and the angles of
his fetlocks match his hooves. His body shows much
better balance.

Patrick’s Right Front is also bad
lame/sore. Separation hurts!!!




Before photos on Left
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Patrick refuses to “Square-Up”. His front legs are
back to keep the weight off sore heels. His Right
Hock shows 3 different angles, his fetlock looks
long and does not match the hoof angle.
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After Trim Patrick squares up spontaneously. His
front legs are straight and hi hind leg conformation
is clearly more functional. His fetlock angle carries
thru to the tip of the hoof in one line.
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Patricks’ right fetlock looks like a ball balanced
over the pastern bone. His left fetlock is pathol-
ogically crooked. He is high on the inside and the
whole leg is consequently tilted. His toe also
points outward. The outside of his fetlock joint is
“pinched”.

Hoof Lands Toe First

Patrick before trim lands toe first. Landing toe
first is dysfuntional. It causes undue stress on
joints, AND muscle tightness especially in the
shoulders. Over time ligaments and tendons
shorten as they are not stretched with full exten-
sion. These horses are prone to tendon injuries.
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Patrick shows full extension of all the joints in his
